How to convert PDF to Video ?
If you have a lot of PDF files, want to make PDF slideshow on computers or mobile devices where PDF Viewer is not installed or not supported. How can you do that? One way is that convert PDF to Video files, so that you can view PDF slideshow as video.
PDF to Video Converter will help you to convert PDF to AVI, MEPG, WMV etc video file and .exe files and then burn them on CD or DVD, then you can view PDF on DVD video player and computers, please see below detail steps of converting PDF to AVI File.
Step 1, Run PDF to Video Converter
PDF to Video Converter can be started either by launching the application via a desktop shortcut, or directly from within Windows/Windows Explorer. When you start the program, you will be presented with the primary screen from which all actions are taken.
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Step2, Adding PDF Source

Clicking the Add PDF File icon [image: image2.emf], or selecting File then choosing Open will open the standard file browse and select window. From that window you can navigate to the folder and find the PDF you want to open.
Opened PDF pages thumbnail are displayed in the PDF to Video Converter left window (PDF thumbnail): as seen in the example blew. You can view any of the pages in the window by ‘clicking’ them. That will display in right PDF pages preview window.
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Step 3, Adding Image Source

Clicking the Add Image icon [image: image4.png]


, or selecting File then choosing Add Image will open the standard file browse and select window. From that window you can navigate to the folder and find the images you want to add to the list (Image Thumbnail) to be converted from.

Alternatively, if you are using Windows Explorer to locate image files, you have the convenience of being able to ‘drag and drop’ image files into the Image Thumbnail list.

PDF to Video Converter even allows you to select all files in a particular directory/folder by using the Add a Directory option from the File menu! Add a directory also supports sub-folders.

Each added image is displayed in the PDF to Video Converter left window: Image Thumbnail, as seen in the example right. You can view any of the images in the window by ‘clicking’ them. That will display image files in right View window.
You can sort the images in Image Thumbnail by clicking the pop-up menu “Sort by size”. Or you can change an image or multiple images order by ‘drag and drop’ image files in the Image Thumbnail. You also can select an or multiple images in the Image Thumbnail list, then click the Move up item to move selected image(s) to previous position from the Action menu; click the Move down item to move selected image(s) to next position from the Action menu. IF you want to delete selected images in the Image Thumbnail, you can click the Remove item or you can clear all images in the Image Thumbnail by clicking the Clear item from the File menu 
Step 4, Define Slideshow Effect

	You can set the effect for slideshow: include: Transition (222 transitions Effect); Step, interval, loop etc…
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	Set the Slideshow Layout, Background and frame.
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	Set the Slideshow Speed and Photo Compress.
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Step 5, Load and Save to Project

You can save you slideshow design you created with "Save" button [image: image8.png]


, it will be save as project file (.xml) for later use.

To load slideshow design you saved, click "Load" button [image: image9.png]


 and select saved Project

Step 6, Preview

Click “Preview” button [image: image10.jpg]FEA e



 to Preview PDF to Video Converter look & Feel.

Step 7, Build Slideshow to video

Click “Build to Video” button [image: image11.emf] to convert all necessary PDF to AVI, MEPG, WMV video file.
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Click “Build Slideshow (Exe)” button [image: image13.emf] to convert all necessary PDF slideshow to stand-alone EXE file

Click “Build (SCR)” button to convert all necessary PDF slideshow to SCR files (instead of EXE), and use your presentations as a standard Windows screen savers.

Click “Burn to CD” button [image: image14.emf] to convert all necessary PDF slideshow to CD.
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Step 8, Ending Your Session

When you have completed your work, choose the File option and select Exit from the dropdown list.
